Abide by Ground Officials 

instructions.  

4. Never ridicule or scold a player for making a mistake during a 

game. Positive comments are motivational.  

5. Condemn the use of violence in any form. Support all efforts to 

remove verbal and physical abuse from all sporting activities.  

6. Show respect for the opposing team. Without them there 

would be no game.  

7. Encourage players to play by the rules and the official’s 

decisions.
